2     Grace and peace be multiplied unto you through the knowledge of God, and of Jesus our Lord, 
3     According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:  II Peter 1: 2,3
In Christ Jesus, we have already been given, by God, everything needful for this life, and for a life of godliness.

Jesus, was made sin for us, even though he did not know sin (or did not have an intimate relationship with sinfulness); so that we believers might be made into the righteousness of God as we live our lives in Jesus.

Repeat them often with your mouth as well as your heart.  Remember, all sickness is not physical – our entire Spirit and Soul and Body needs ministry because we want our entire person to be preserved blameless until the day of the Lord. (I Thessalonians 5:23)

SPEAK ALOUD when you can, 

Meditate on them as often as you can,
Pray always.

Jesus is my Lord.  God Raised Him from the dead.  He was my substitute.  He is my Savior; and satan has no power over me.  Jesus is my Lord. (Philippians 2:11; Romans 10:9,10)

I serve and live for the one Whose name is, “I am the Lord that healeth thee” (Exodus 15:26)

Jesus is the healer: Acts 10:38 says,

“God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.”

Jesus is the same yesterday, and today, and forever. (Hebrews 13:8)

Jesus came that I may have life and have it more abundantly. (John 10:10)

God desires that I prosper and be in health, even as my soul prospereth. (3 John 2)
My God supplies all my need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. (Philippians 4:19)

The Lord is my helper.  (Hebrews 13:6)
God says in Joel 3:10, “Let the weak say, I am strong.” - - I AM STRONG IN THE LORD AND IN THE POWER OF HIS MIGHT. (Ephesians 6:10)

God says in his word in Isaiah 33:24, “and the inhabitant shall not say I am sick.  The people that dwell therein shall be forgiven their iniquity.  I will say what God says in His Word, “By his stripes I am healed.” (I Peter 2:24)

Jesus says in Mark 11:23, “whosoever says into this mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea, and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass, he shall have whatsoever he saith.  Therefore, said Jesus, I say unto you, what things so-ever ye desire when ye pray, believe that ye receive them and ye shall have them.  Because of these word, I pray, oh Lord, that you will personally place your hand of healing upon me and I will live.  I believe this in Jesus name.  Amen

Hebrews 3:1 and 4;14 says, Jesus is the High Priest of my confession, therefore I will speak words that Jesus say about me.
Death and life are in the power of the tongue.  Therefore, I will speak words of life.  Jesus says in John 6:63, that his words are spirit and life, so I will speak his words often. (Proverbs 18:21)

I will hold fast to the confession of God’s Word without wavering, for he who promised is faithful.  (Hebrews 4;14; 10:23)

I, like Abraham, stagger not at the promise of God through unbelief, but I am strong in faith giving glory to God, fully persuaded that what God has promised, God is also able to perform. (Romans 4:20,21)

I am not weak in faith, so I do not consider my own body above what God has said. (Romans 4:19)

I do not put my confidence in the flesh. (Philippians 3:3)

I am not moved by what I feel or see.  For I walk by faith, not by sight.  I’m moved only by what I believe, and I believe the Word of God, whose name is Jesus. (II Corinthians 5:7)

Father, thy Word is Truth. (John 17:17)

I will give attention to God’s words, incline my ear to His sayings, and will not let them depart from my eyes.  I will keep them in my heart, for they are life to me, for I have found them, and they are health, healing, and medicine to all my flesh. (Proverbs 4:20-22)

Pleasant words are health, healing and medicine to my bones. (Proverbs 16:24)

God’s Word of grace builds me up and gives me my inheritance among them which are sanctified. (Acts 20:32)

Jesus said if I continue in His word, I am his disciple indeed and I will know the truth and the truth shall make me free. (John 8:31,32)

I have been called unto liberty, (or freedom). (Galatians 5:23)

Because I am Christ’s, I am a child of Abraham, and according to Jesus in Luke 13:16, I ought to be loosed from all bondage (because Acts 10:34 says that God is no respecter of persons and shows no partiality. (Galatians 3:7, 29)

I am God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk or live in them. (Ephesians 2:10)

I am a new creation in Christ Jesus.  Old things are passed away, all things are new, and all things are of God. (II Corinthians 5:17)

I am complete in Jesus, Who is the head of all principality and power. (Colossians 2:10)

My body is the temple of the Holy Ghost, who is in me, which I have of God, and I am not my own.  I am bought with a price, so I will glorify God in my body and my spirit, which are God’s. (I Corinthians 6:19,20)

I present my body to God as a living sacrifice. (Romans 12:1)

Christ has redeemed me from the curse of the law, he was made a curse for me, and himself took my infirmities and bare my sickness, by whose strips I am healed, and I am complete in him. (Matthew 8:17, I Peter 2:24, Colossians 2:10)

Because I am a believer, all things are possible to me. (Mark 9:23)

I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. (Philippians 4:13)

The Lord is the strength of my life. (Psalms 27:1)

I am strong in the Lord and in his mighty power. (Ephesians 6:10)

Greater is he that is in me than he that is in the world. (I John 4;4)

My father has made me a partaker of my inheritance.  He has delivered me from the authority of darkness, and translated me into the kingdom of his dear son, in whom I have my redemption through his blood. (Colossians 1:12-14)

I am an overcomer and I overcome by the blood of Jesus, and the word of my testimony. (I John 4:4; Revelation 12:11)

Because I am submitted to God through obedience to his word, the devil flees from me when I resist him in the mighty name of Jesus. (James 4:7; Mark 16:17)

No weapon formed against me shall prosper, for my righteousness is of the Lord. (Isaiah 54:17; I Corinthians 1:30)

There shall nothing evil happen to me, neither shall any plague come near my dwelling, since all things work together for good because I love  God and am called according to his purpose. (Psalm 91:1; Romans 8)

Jesus gave me authority over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt me. (Luke 10:19; Mark 16:17)

I do not return evil for evil, but on the contrary blessing, that I may obtain a blessing. (I Peter 3:9)

I forgive others freely as God has forgiven me.  I will not hold anything against anyone. (Ephesians 4:32; Mark 11:25)
I refrain my tongue from evil.  I turn away from evil and do good.  I seek peace and pursue it.  So I will love life and see good days. (I Peter 3:10,11)

My merry heart does me good like a medicine. (Proverbs 17:22)

I have cast all my cares on the Lord for He cares for me.  I will not worry. (I Peter 5:7)

Because I serve the Lord my God, he blesses my bread, and my water, and he has taken sickness away from me.  For Jesus, himself, took my infirmities and bare my sicknesses away. (Exodus 23:25; Matthew 8:17)

 Surely, he hath borne my sicknesses and carried my pains, yet he was esteemed strickened, smitten of God, and afflicted.  But he was wounded for my transgressions, and bruised for my iniquities, the chastisement for my peace was upon him, and by his stripes I am healed. (Isaiah 53:4,5)
God sent his word and healed me, and delivered me from destruction. (Psalms 107:20)

The number of my days, God will fulfill. (Exodus 23:26)

Bless the Lord, O my soul; and all that is within me, bless his holy name.  Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits:  Who for gives all my iniquities, heals all my diseases, redeems my life from destruction, crowns me with loving-kindness and tender mercies, satisfies my mouth with good things, so that my youth is renewed like the eagle’s. (Psalms 103:1-5)

God sent his Word (his son Jesus) to heal us, and his Word will not return unto him void, or empty, but it shall accomplish that which pleases him and shall prosper in the thing whereunto he sent it. (Psalm 107:20; Isaiah 55:11)
